
• Configure your computer to download automatic security updates. 
• Turn on your operating system’s built-in software firewall.
• Update your anti-virus and anti-spyware software often.
• Don’t click links in emails, even when they appear to be legitimate.
• Don’t share passwords with anyone, ever, even family.
• Don’t open emails from unknown sources.
• Back up your files regularly.
• Be cautious about revealing your personal info on the Internet.
